Finance – MG stated that WH.C has now been in operation for a year and therefore an audit of the accounts should be considered.  PB reported that he had sent an email to Andrew Spear from Lentells but that he was awaiting a response.  It is the aim to hold WH.C’s AGM on an evening in November.

No progress has been made as yet with the PCT with regards to top slicing the practices.  It is therefore WH.C’s intention to submit invoices to each practice for the 30p per patient.

Meeting with Ian Tipney, David Slack - DR and PB met with IT and DS from the PCT yesterday and raised various issues.  PB is to produce a report for IT who will then discuss it with the ambulance trusts.

Primary Care Mental Health – it was noted that the PCT are supportive of WH.C’s wish for some quick wins.

Issues around Ardentia – PB stated that he had raised the issue of data quality at the meeting.  This will be discussed at the meeting tomorrow.  JL stated that the issues weren’t just around data quality but the relevance of the data and what the data actually means to the practices.

It was noted that the PCT wants to continue the distinction between themselves and WH.C.

ECG Proposal - MG stated that he had shared this with Stuart Walker who submitted a request to share with others.  It was decided that this was not an issue.
