Diabetes
Presented to Overview and Scrutiny Committee; focus groups being held across the county; commissioning group established to develop the commissioning plan; service specification and make recommendations on the proposed procurement route.
Formal proposal for a ‘quick win’ submitted to the Board on the Information Pack for newly diagnosed patients – Approved.

Interface Services
SCAERS – meeting held with secondary care to discuss proposed pathway, service specification and contracting documentation prepared.  Secondary care generally supportive of the proposal.  Communication plan and associated documentation being prepared.
Dermatology – PCT setting up a meeting with all stakeholders to resolve clinical governance issues.
