· Awareness & Recognition

· Perceived risk of violence

· Referral to appropriate specialist forensic or personality disorder service



	WHAT DETERMINES REFERRAL INTO SECONDARY CARE

· Criteria met, perceived risk of violence, forensic history



	SECONDARY CARE

Responsibility of secondary mental health care specialist forensic and/or personality disorder service.

Roles and responsibilities include:

· Development of collaborative, comprehensive and multidisciplinary/agency care plans and risk assessments

· Provide information about the diagnosis and available treatment

· Consider group based cognitive and behavioural interventions
· Do not use drug treatment for ASPD or the individual symptoms

· Treat comorbidity and dual diagnosis (refer as appropriate)

· Emphasis on crisis management and relapse prevention

· Manage transitions between services
· Multiagency working
· Admission to inpatient service limited to the short-term management of crisis or Mental Health Act detention
