JN has done more work on Therapy (OT) Proposal following comments received at last meeting and now going forward to PbC Approvals Committee as fits with 6th stream of Admissions avoidance work.

Re-admissions are being looked at by WyvernHealth.Com and will be discussed at forthcoming PbC/PEC meeting in March.

Need to involve secondary care in this and work actively together.

AS suggested that Primary care should be represented at SCH Locality Capacity Planning Group.
