	Core Business

	Update on new interim GP Commissioning Consortia
Paul gave a detailed account of the work of the Transition Group, of which he had been a member, and the handover to the new iGPCC at its first meeting on 11 May 2011. 
Several questions were raised:

1. Why was there no voluntary sector involvement?

2. How were GPs elected to the new board?

3. Will this new arrangement of federations just exacerbate the postcode lottery?

4. Where are budgets held and what is the total budget?

5. What are remuneration rates and time allowed for board members?

6. What is the final date when board will hold contracts for providers?

7. Who will do the actual work of the board?

8. What is the actual budget the board will hold?

There then followed some discussion about the current political “pause” and what the likely implications might be:
1. Accountability of Consortia 
2. Competition issues

3. Further professional engagement

4. Work force planning and education issues.

Tim commented on the implications for local GP and surgeon training if the Strategic Health Authority goes, as it plans the educational needs for the south west region.

Finally, Paul explained the “clustering” arrangements in the south west. The current 14 PCTs are moving to 7 “clusters”, however Somerset remains on its own.
